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Chelsea Barracks Action Group celebrate Qatari Diar’s decision

The Chelsea Barracks Action Group today celebrated Qatari Diar’s decision to withdraw Lord Rogers’s monstrous design for the Chelsea Barracks.   

Georgine Thorburn, Chairman of the Chelsea Barracks Action Group (CBAG), said: “We are delighted that all our blood, sweat and tears have finally paid off and achieved a result that we have fought so hard for.

“I’d like to thank all our supporters for their unstinting work especially the Chelsea Barracks Action Group’s leadership team Sara Gordon, George Waite and Simon Davies. We would also like to applaud Prince Charles for supporting our fight against the design of Lord Rogers’s steel and glass tower blocks,” says Ms Thorburn.

Chelsea Barracks Action Group has spent the past ten months fighting the developer’s design – gaining massive public support that eventually proved too much for the Qatari Diar to ignore. 

The group has lobbied and gained support from key opinion leaders including HRH Prince Charles and Deputy Mayor Kit Malthouse, handed out over 45,000 leaflets, gained thousands of petitions and even taken legal counsel. 

“It’s been a 24/7 job for the past 10 months but we were not prepared to roll over and be content with a design that would have affected 60 per cent of some resident’s natural light, caused huge traffic problems, destroyed the historic Garrison Church and worst of all given us a glass and steel eyesore on our doorstep,” says Ms Thorburn. 

Chelsea Barracks Action Group would welcome the opportunity to sit down with the Qatari Diar to discuss the views of local residents before another design is put on the table.
